Approach to Case Study. In preparing their presentations, teams should consider the following elements of case analysis:

1. Facts of the case (what do we actually know for sure; what do we need to know?). be sure to separate facts from inferences (what assumptions are we making that may not be true?).

2. The ethical issues involved in the case. Be able to state the ethical dilemma or dilemmas faced by the people involved in the case.

3. Values: the ethical lens being applied (team shows understanding of the ethical perspective being applied, such as utilitarianism, dialogic ethics, etc.). Demonstrate your understanding of the relevant ethical system or systems, based on the text and class presentations.

4. Considerations or Analysis: explanation of the application of the ethical principles to the ethical issues in the specific case. Show how you would apply the theory to this specific set of circumstances.

5. Conclusions: the proposed plan of action and/or evaluation of the ethics of the actions and communication of the people involved in the case. Come to a decision about what the principle character or characters ought to do. What is the most ethical action to take based on your analysis?
